3. Club participation is defined as having at least one club member who participated in a countywide/district/state activity or event.  

4. To receive an Outstanding 4-H Organizational Club Leader Award, 30 or 35 points are required (depending on level of club members).  All leaders who earn 30 or 35 points will be recognized.

4-H Organizational Club Leaders (Cloverbud only) = 30 points

4-H Organizational Club Leaders (Junior, Intermediate, Senior) = 35 points
